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Dear Prospective EMT –B Class Member,

Thank you for inquiring about the next EMT-B class at Spotsylvania Volunteer Rescue Squad starting on September 9th, 2010.  The classes will be held at Spotsylvania Volunteer Rescue Squad Training Center at 8711 Courthouse Road at Spotsylvania Courthouse.  Classes will be held on Monday and Thursday evenings and some Saturdays. There are a limited number of spaces available in the course.  Entrance to this course is subject to an interview and completion of a CPR class.

This course is designed for people with no medical experience so don’t let that deter you.  It consists of 120 hours of classroom and practicals and 10 hours of ambulance ride along.  This is not a first aid course, but designed to allow you to operate as an EMT on ambulances responding to 911 calls.  At the conclusion of this course, you will be eligible to take the Virginia State EMT exam. 

The minimum requirements for enrollment are: 
1. 16 years of age on September 9th and 

2. Current certification in one of the CPR courses listed on the class application. For those that don’t have CPR, there will be three CPR course dates offered.  A list of dates and times are on the application.  If you are not available any of these dates, you can seek other sources for CPR training.  Your card must be valid through February 2011. 

3. Interviews will be held on the days you take your CPR class. 

The cost for the course is $225, payable to Spotsylvania Vol. Rescue Squad. Included in the fee is the cost of the textbook provided $75, Cost of the State test site $50. And the cost of the CPR class $35.  The total fee will be waived if you have submitted a member ship application to SVRS by Sept 23rd.  A check for $225 should be paid on the day you take your CPR class.  It will be held and returned to you when your application for Squad membership is received prior to Sept 23rd.
